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Guide to the VetRepos Test (for Students) 
What is the VetRepos Test?
VetRepos is an adaptive progress test for veterinary students.
The test has been developed through a collaboration between several European veterinary universities (e.g. Utrecht University, University of Copenhagen, Norwegian University of Life Sciences, among others) and is supported by the EU.
The test is designed for international use and is therefore conducted in English.
The purpose is to:
· assess your level of knowledge
· track your progress over time
· identify your strengths and weaknesses
Results are presented as:
· a graphical progress overview
· tables
· results across four subject areas
👉 The test is not an exam, but a learning tool.

What topics are included?
The test covers the full range of veterinary competencies and is structured into four areas:
1. Basic Sciences
2. Clinical sciences, Companion animals & Equines
3. Clinical sciences, Production animals, including animal production subjects
4. Food Safety and Quality, Veterinary Public Health and One Health
The questions collectively reflect the level expected throughout veterinary education.

How the test works
Duration
· The test lasts approximately 45 minutes
· You will typically answer 50–100 questions
👉 The test must be completed in one sitting, without breaks, and ends automatically when time is up.

Adaptive test – tailored to you
The test is adaptive, meaning it adjusts to your level as you progress.
· The test starts at an average level for your cohort
· Correct answer → more difficult question
· Incorrect answer → easier question
👉 The test is therefore tailored to your individual level.
The goal is to measure your ability as precisely as possible by continuously challenging you at the right level.
How to answer effectively
· Try to answer as focused and concise as possible. Work quickly but carefully. 
· Focus on the question in front of you. Do not spend time thinking too much about previous questions or what might come next.
· Answer to the best of your ability – even if you are unsure
· Use reasoning and eliminate unlikely options
👉 Do not skip questions
· Unanswered questions are treated as incorrect
· An informed guess improves the accuracy of your result – and sometimes you know more than you know 

Pace
· Speed itself does not affect your score, however the more questions you answer, the more precise your result becomes.

Login and access (QuizOne) https://vetrepos.quiz.one/
The test is conducted via QuizOne that creates an account in their system:
1. Log in using:
· your student email 
· your password (create one the first time you use the system)
2. After logging in, you can:
· start the test
· view previous results
Results
When will you receive your results?
Results are made available on the QuizOne account (log on like when you take the test).
Results become available only after:
· all students have completed the test
· the data has been analysed collectively

How are results calculated?
Your score is based on your answers and the difficulty level of the questions you received.
👉 Two students may receive different scores even with the same number of correct answers.

What will you see?
· Your overall score
· Your progress over time
· Results within the four EAEVE-subject areas
· You will not get a list of questions and correct answers as it would undermine the test validity

Important information about the purpose of the test
VetRepos is a formative test:
· It is used solely for learning and reflection
· It does not count towards exams or formal assessments
👉 There is no need to be nervous or stressed – the goal is an accurate reflection of your level based on your performance at the day – so just do your best.

Use of aids and tools
Bring pen, paper and a calculator.
You are asked not to use any other aids, such as:
· AI (e.g. ChatGPT)
· Google or other resources
· Notes or textbooks
Why is this important?
If you use aids, your result becomes misleading and meaningless

👉 The test only works if it is completed honestly and independently.

Sharing or copying test questions harms the quality and validity of the test for future students and is prohibited.
Confidentiality and data (brief)
· Your results are confidential
· They are only shared with instructors if you consent
· Data may be used anonymously for administrative purposes and research
· You may request deletion of your data at any time
· All rules and regulations according to GDPR will be followed
In summary – why this matters
If you complete the test as intended:
· you will get an accurate picture of your level based on your performance
· you can compare your results over time
· you can track your progress throughout your studies
You will be able to see:
· which areas you performed well in
· and where you may need to focus more effort
👉 In this way, the test becomes a practical tool to guide and support your learning.
